RULES & REGULATIONS:

  * REGISTRATIONS

This show is certified by the AOBA Show Division. All rules and guidelines will be in accordance with the 2007 AOBA Show Division Handbook.  ALL ALPACAS WILL BE COLOR/COMPLIANCE CHECKED AS REGISTRATION PAPERS ARE HANDED OUT. ALL VET PAPERS WILL BE VERIFIED AS YOU ARRIVE.

• All alpacas must have a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection completed within 30 days of the last day of the show. Wisconsin requires a Health Certificate signed by a licensed veterinarian.  The alpacas name and microchip number must be listed on the Health Certificate! All alpacas will also be checked for proper microchip identification prior to unloading from the trailer.  DO NOT unload any alpacas until you have been cleared by a show vet/representative.

· Additional Health Tests Required by Spring Fling Alpaca Show 2007
· A Negative BVD test is required on all alpacas that enter the facility or parking lot.  This includes any transient animals.
· A copy of the BVD Neg test is required to keep on file with the show superintendent.

NO ALPACAS WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE SHOW GROUNDS AT ANY TIME WITHOUT THESE TESTS.  If you have any questions regarding these additional tests, please contact Vicki Trimberger at mail@mysticspringsranch.com or 920-366-4369. 
• There will be a mandatory exhibitors meeting at 8:00 am Saturday, March 17th.

 

• All alpacas entered in the show must be registered by The Alpaca Registry, Inc (ARI). NO pending papers will be allowed.  Alpacas must be registered in the name of the current owner as listed on the ARI Registration Certificate or the exhibitor must provide a “Buyers Permission to Show Form” signed by the owner that is listed on the ARI Registration Certificate. ARI Registration Certificate photocopies MUST be sent WITH the entry form to show management for verification of age, color and parentage.
• Stalls will be assigned on a first come/first serve basis. Preferred stalling will be provided to Platinum, Gold and Silver sponsors. Only Platinum sponsors will have the option of a display stall.  Display stalls will count as one of your maximum of 5 stalls.
 

• Alpacas born after September 17, 2006 are not eligible to show.
• In order to reserve stalls you must enter and show at least one alpaca. All alpacas in the building must be registered for the show. 
1. No substitutions will be allowed after March 2nd, 2007 unless approved by the show superintendent for medical reasons only and a $20 fee will apply.
2. All group classes (Get of Sire and Produce of Dam) are for full fleeced alpacas only. Because exhibitors may not know who the other exhibitors are until arrival, entry deadline for these classes is NOON on Saturday.
3. Animals should be wormed 7 days before the show. Either Safeguard/Panacur or Dectomax may be used.
4. ANY ANIMAL SHOWING EVIDENCE OF INFECTIOUS OR CONTAGIOUS DISEASE WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE IMMEDIATELY. 
5. VETERINARIAN: A trained alpaca veterinarian will be available throughout the show.
6. All animals must be in a reserved stall, not trailers.  All transient animals must be listed on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, with a microchip number and must be ARI registered and have a neg. BVD test documented as well on the Health Certificate.   No more than 3 alpacas per stall including crias.
7. ARRIVAL/DEPARTURE: Animal check-in/arrival will be between 12:00PM-8:00 PM Friday March 16th. All animals must be removed from the premises on Sunday, ideally no later than 6:00 PM. Stalling will NOT be available before Noon on Friday.
8. Stalls are 9x9 panels. Max. of 3 alpacas in each stall.  Flooring is slippery so roofing paper will be provided if you choose at no charge for your stalls, however we encourage the following bedding materials: show mats, carpet, cardboard strips on top of roofing paper. Aisle ways will have runners.
9. Farm displays are available for Platinum sponsors only. A maximum of 5 stalls per farm is allowed including display stall. 
10. Entry Fees are as follows: $100 per stall – display or animal stall- Max. of 5 total stalls per farm.
• $46 Entry Fee (included $6 AOBA recording fee) per alpaca (unlimited classes), postmarked by Feb. 16, 2007
• $66 Entry Fee (included $6 AOBA recording fee) per alpaca (unlimited classes) postmarked 2/16/06-3/02/07

SHOW GUIDELINES

 

 BEDDING / FLOORING – The flooring of the Tri-County Ice Arena is slick. We

found last year that the best bedding was one of the following:  Poly-vinyl mats with cardboard underneath or on top for absorbency or indoor/outdoor carpet, with or without cardboard strips.

We will have runners along the main aisle ways, in the staging area and at the entrance/exit of the show ring to minimize slipping as well. Extra cardboard strips will be available to purchase from Steven’s Llamatique.  Stevens will also have panels available for sale after the show.  Contact Judy Stevens directly to “pre-order” your panels by March 10th at 507-376-4230.
FLEECE LENGTH DESCRIPTION (Alpacas) Due to time of year, we will not offer shorn classes.

A. Huacaya 1. Juvenile – minimum of 3”, no maximum

  2. Yearling – min. of 3” on blanket and a max of 8” on blanket, neck, legs

  3. 2nd birthday and older – Same as yearling.

B. Suri  Under 2nd birthday- minimum of 3”, no maximum

2. 2nd birthday and older - min of 3” and max of 14”.
C. Barrel cuts or “lion cuts” are not permitted.
 

PRODUCTION CLASSES

Each alpaca must be entered and eligible to be shown in its respective halter class. For

Bred and Owned, each farm may enter no more than 3 alpacas. 
A. Bred and Owned Yearling: Open to any alpaca that was bred by the current owner as evident on the ARI Registration Certificate. 
B. Produce-of-Dam: Entry consists of any two offspring from one dam. 
C. Get-of-Sire: Entry consists of any three offspring of one sire, out

of at least two different dams. 
D. Breeders Best Three: Is comprised of three alpacas which represents the highest quality production from the breeders heard.  All alpacas must be bred by and currently owned by the exhibitor as evident by the ARI Registration Certificate. Limit one entry per breeder.
